Founded in 1985, BHCHP has evolved into the largest and most comprehensive health care for the homeless program in the country, delivering services to more than 11,000 homeless men, women and children a year at more than 80 shelters and sites including the Pine Street Inn, St. Francis House and New England Shelter for Homeless Veterans. BHCHP’s respite program, the Barbara McInnis House, has become a national model for delivering medical care to homeless individuals who are too sick for shelters or the street, but not sick enough for an inpatient hospital stay.
